ABSTRACT

Defining " development " in the context of economic and social change is
essentially the problem of moving from the abstract level of general word with no
clearly defined meaning case in women development to the level of measurement in
which accurate definition is of paramount importance . in this frame there is a question
: do present rural development efforts include all groups within the world population ?
examp evidence exists the woman the half of population at least have poor access to
food , there literacy and education levels are often non existent , and there health
generally poor . this impression from sexual classified official statistics these facts
refers to the concept of the feminization of poverty became a reality phenomena
doesn't address by thoughts or justification escapism.

The main results of the study show that :

In the human development report for Egypt 2008 refers to gaps and
differences between males and females ( ratio of females than males) at the level of
Egypt with respect to indicators: enrollment of primary , enrollment of preparatory ,
enrollment secondary enr. High univer. and percentage, the labor force ( + 15), and
within limits of what is available from a qualitative indicators classified at the level of
the republic . which were %78.9, %95.7, %91.6, %95.7, %86.4, %24.8.

And results show that these indicators may caused a negative impact on the
human development index as explained about 64% of the decline of the HDI.

The in-depth studies results show that:

The poverty is an expanding case historically in a vertical direction through following
generation as it seems that poverty became legacy, and horizontal between the poor
people in the same generation through marriage.

Education and health are a main component in Egyptian rural females
poverty phenomena.
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
